The past few months...

In the Mainet-Loire(western France)

The weekend on the occult last May with the France-Mission church in Montreuil-Bellay went well.
Christians from 4 churches in the region were present, as well as a few non-believers. The question and
answer time was just as challenging for Richard as it was for those who came to hear him. During the
Sunday morning service, we saw how the life and works of Jesus can teach us how to reach out with
God’s love, truth and power to those involved in the occult. Please pray for this small but growing
church situated in a region where several occults practices are omnipresent.

In England

From July 2-6t, Valérie and 17 others from the church in Blois §
visited an Evangelical church in Bristol. In the past, this church has
sent two work teams to Blois. Now it was our turn to visit them.
While the trip started out poorly (storm shutting down the Paris
airport, plane hit by lightning while on the taxiway...), once in Bris-
tol everything went extremely well. Our team was received with &&
love, warmth, joy and good food. For her first trip to England,
Valérie couldn’t have had a better time. It was a well-deserved
break after a busy year.

Please pray for lwona, a French-Polish girl studying in Bristol who is obviously a seeker. The time of
sharing she had with Valérie and a few others from Blois had a positive impact upon her. We're praying
that she will contact us once she’s back in France this coming September.

In the LoketCher(central France where we live)

Ever since a child, Béatrice, a non-believer who comes to church in Blois, has suffered from visions that
keep her from falling asleep at night. Here’s how she describes them: “they make all those grotesque
images in horror films seem nice”. Her life has also been guided by premonitory dreams. As her mother
was involved in black magic, we are not surprised that Béatrice has problems. Two weeks ago we
taught her how to pray before going to bed. As soon as she started praying, the visions ceased! Pray
that through our meetings and discussions she come to know Christ as Savior and find true and lasting
freedom.

In LoireAtlantique and in IHet-Vilaing(western France)

On July 18-19t the whole family will be in Saint-Nazaire on the Atlantic coast where Richard will meet
with the leaders of 3 Baptist churches. On Saturday, while Valérie and the kids are at the beach, Rich-
ard will make a presentation of our ministry and the different ways in which we can serve these
churches. On Sunday, after preaching in one of the churches, Richard will meet with a believer whose
ex-husband is a member of a satanic cult.

We'll then head north to Rennes for a short visit with Valérie’s mom. Many of you have asked for news
about her health. We're pleased to say that her blood marrow cancer treatment is very effective. Many
thanks for your prayers in this regard. We keep praying that she will want to hear about Jesus, but for
the moment her heart is closed.

In Sadbneet-Loire(eastern France)

On August 1-8t we'll be in Saint-Albain to teach at a Summer Bible school open
to Christians with a North-African background. This year’s theme is “spiritual war-
fare and the occult”. One neat thing about this camp is the site: a small castle
converted into a conference center. As it’s a family camp, our kids will go along;
which means that Valérie can help Richard with some of the counseling and
workshops. Already in June we heard that even though the camp was full, people A
were still trying to sign up!
